RE: NCCI Item B-1387 – Revision of Basic Manual Classifications 
 
 
 

The Minnesota Department of Commerce has approved the above filing to become effective 
12:01 a.m., January 1, 2008, for new and renewal business. 
 

The purpose of the above filing item is to amend the classification treatment of the following 
two industries: 

♦ CHARITABLE OR WELFARE ORGANIZATIONS & GROUP HOMES 

♦ BOTTLING OPERATIONS 
 

CHARITABLE OR WELFARE ORGANIZATIONS & GROUP HOMES 
The first section of Item B-1387 involves reclassification of the group home/shelter industry. 
Employees currently classified under Code 8861—Charitable or Welfare Organization-
Professional Employees & Clerical and Code 9110—Charitable or Welfare Organization-
Nonprofessional Employees & Drivers will be reassigned to two newly created classification 
codes that better describe the group home industry. At the same time, a cross-reference will be 
added to an existing class code to clarify the inclusion of certain operations previously 
classified under Codes 8861/9110. 

BOTTLING OPERATIONS 
The second section of Item B-1387 involves the bottling industry and merges Code 2156 into 
2157. It is important to note, however, that Code 2156 does not apply in Minnesota. This 
portion of B-1387 also includes phraseology/cross-reference changes relating Code 2157 
which Minnesota will incorporate. 

NCCI’s original filing proposal also includes a three-year rate transition program beginning July 
1, 2005. At the end of this three-year transition program, Codes 8861 and 9110 are eliminated 
and Codes 8842 and 8864 become effective. PLEASE NOTE: NCCI’S RATE TRANSITION 
PROGRAM IS NOT APPROVED AS PART OF ITEM B-1387 IN MINNESOTA. Instead, Code 
8861 and Code 9110 will continue to be rated under normal Minnesota procedures until 
January 1, 2008. At that time, the data for Codes 8861 and 9110 in Minnesota will be 
reassigned to Code 8842 and Code 8864. New data under Code 8842 and Code 8864 will be 
added to the development of the Pure Premium Base Rates for each code until Code 8842 and 
Code 8864 develop rates based on their own data. Although Minnesota is not participating in 
NCCI’s transition program, for consistency purposes, changes in connection with Item B-1387 
will not become effective in Minnesota until 2008.

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ADDENDUM TO B-1387 

After National Council released Item B-1387, they issued an addendum to correct omissions 
made in the preparation of their original filing exhibits. Minnesota’s Addendum Exhibit VII 
illustrates the additional changes necessary to incorporate NCCI addendum information into 
Item B-1387. In cases where NCCI’s Addendum exhibits are illustrating changes Minnesota 
already incorporated into our original filing materials, these changes are either omitted from 
Minnesota’s Addendum exhibit or duplicated wherever additional Minnesota language is now 
needed. [NCCI’s Addendum to Item B-1387 was released as an attachment to NCCI Item B-
1394. It should be noted that Minnesota will respond to Item B-1394 at a later date as a 
separate filing.]
